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KO COVID-19
CAMPAIGN GUIDANCE FOR CLUBS

What’s it about? 

England Boxing is launching the ‘KO COVID-19’ campaign so that its member clubs can directly gain support during these difficult times. 
We will be promoting the campaign through various partners and groups over the coming weeks so that clubs can receive donations directly into their own ‘Just Giving’ or other fundraising pages, to help cover their overheads when gyms are shut and shows are not running.

Businesses and members of the public who read about the campaign can simply go to the England Boxing website where they can search through the clubs who have opted to be involved, and follow a link directly to their ‘Just Giving’ or fundraising page to make a donation. 

What do I need to do to be involved?

1. If you are an affiliated and active club with England Boxing, simply go to www.justgiving.com – or your preferred donation site – and create a club donation page. You can use the social media post template and campaign poster attached, or create your own if you prefer
2. Send your club’s ‘Just Giving’ page link to England Boxing using the subject heading ‘KO COVID-19’ to: matthew.halfpenny@englandboxing.org by 5pm Monday March 30th. We will then add it to the website ready for the campaign launch

3. The campaign will officially launch at 10am on Tuesday March 31st. From that point onwards, we encourage you to post and share your ‘Just Giving’ page far and wide on social media to local businesses, newspapers, TV, radio, community groups and beyond. 

If you want to, you can also post letters to potential supporters throughout the campaign by using the letter template attached 
4. Throughout the campaign, let us know how your club fundraising is going by tagging us on social media using @englandboxingofficial (Instagram) @EnglandBoxing (Facebook) and @England_Boxing (Twitter) and using the hashtag #KOCOVID19. We want to know how much you’ve raised, which generous companies or people are supporting you, and any innovative fundraisers or projects that your members are running
5. Drum up by asking coaches and boxers who attend your gym to post a video message (ideally landscape) of them simply saying ‘KO COVID-19 – support your local club’ using the social media outlets above.
What to do if you need further support:

FAQ’s:

What if I miss the March 30th deadline, can my club still be involved with the campaign? – Yes. Obviously the sooner your club has followed the steps outlined above, the sooner you can benefit from it, so we would love to have your club ‘Just Giving’ or other fundraiser page ready for donations and on our website before March 31st. But if you do miss the start date, please just follow the steps outlined above as soon as possible thereafter

Will England Boxing be taking any of the income generated from this campaign? – No. All donations will be going directly to club’s ‘Just Giving’ or other fundraising pages, so England Boxing will have no involvement with any transactions and will not financially benefit from the campaign 

Is there anything else I can do to support the campaign? – Yes! We will be putting together a short video as part of the campaign, so will be looking for your submissions. Simply film yourself in landscape, saying “KO COVID-19 – support your local club” and send to us via social media using the tags and pages outlined above in step 4
Is this the only initiative that England Boxing are delivering to help clubs following the Coronavirus outbreak? – No. The campaign is part of the measures England Boxing are looking to develop in order to support clubs in these troubling times.
