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TEMPLATE CLUB RISK ASSESSMENT
The purpose of this document is to provide a risk assessment template for you boxing club / gym.
You have a legal duty to make sure that participants, and the visiting public are not exposed to health and safety risks.
By thoroughly completing all sections of the following risk assessment, you will identify and evaluate the health and safety hazards, suggesting measures for controlling the risks as needed. It will also give you a documented strategy that aims to minimise or eliminate the risks, which can be communicated to all key stakeholders.
Please note that consultation should also form part of the general risk assessment process. In practice, most organisations conduct a general assessment to identify the key risks and control measures, and then a second brief assessment of the risks by those individuals who will be carrying out specific jobs/roles.

The scoring system below is to be used to give an accurate measurement for the impact (a marked effect or influence), and likelihood (the state or fact of something's being likely) of each hazard, before multiplying both numbers to give the risk priority.
